Regular Meeting Minutes


Call to Order 

Chair Beise called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at the Rockford Township Hall.  Present were Supervisors Beise, Eckblad, McDougall, Kjome, Clerk McDougall and Crew Hafften.  Supervisor Deitering was excused.
Agenda 

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Meeting Minutes 
A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Supervisor Eckblad to approve the October 16, 2012 regular meeting minutes with the clarification. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Additions to meeting minutes October 16, 2012

Supervisor McDougall – discussed excessive calls for a property and would like to work on a future policy for fire calls to include service charges for emergency services.  
Maintenance Crew
Crew Hafften noted the Township received $230.00 for batteries and scrap metal from clean-up day from Karels Brothers in Waverly.  Hafften requested Board approval to purchase a sawsall.  The Board agreed to purchase the needed sawsall.  Hafften noted the mailbox posts on 30th St SE will be corrected and is working with the engineer.

Public Comment
New Agenda Items 

November 7, 2012 Planning Commission Recommendations 
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Supervisor Kjome to approve the November 7, 2012 Planning Commission recommendations as presented. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Soil & Water Conservation District project funds

Joe Jacobs from Soil and Water was present to request a donation/contribution from the Town Board for a Lake Martha filter to improve water quality.  Jacobs requested a 25% contribution, which would be approximately $5,000.00.  The Board discussed the request and noted the property owner donated the footprint for the filter and how this could be a solution for runoff for other lakes throughout Minnesota. The Board discussed this being a good project to support but not a future outlet for more of the filters at the Townships expense.  Residents of Lake Martha and Charlotte would also contribute the support of the project. The filter would improve water quality at one runoff location and would last approximately 20-30 yrs.  A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Supervisor Kjome to give concept approval in sharing the cost of the project through transfer of governmental funds to Wright County Soil and Water Conservation District.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.        

Supervisors

Supervisor Kjome – noted the maintenance crew needs to purchase an air compressor and will discuss at a future meeting.
Supervisor McDougall – presented information about a future Ordinance for emergency service charges.  Supervisor McDougall discussed the purchase of a shop refrigerator and buying locally from Vergins Sales in Rockford.  A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Supervisor Kjome to purchase the refrigerator through Vergins Sales for $550.00. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

Supervisor Eckblad – noted the sign replacement packet was completed and Clerk McDougall will deliver it to the County Highway Department.  Supervisor Eckblad noted the outside lighting on County Rd. 116 and 23rd St. SE.  The lumination from lights on two properties seem to infringe on others.  Clerk McDougall noted residents have complained and picked up a complaint form to fill out regarding these lights.  The Board agreed to forward the complaint to the County to see if this is a violation of the county ordinance.  
Supervisor Beise – noted the Buffalo Fire Department meeting on Thursday November 8, 2012.

Clerk McDougall – asked the Board if a resident could use the ovens for baking on a Sunday afternoon at no charge.  The Board agreed the resident would have to pay a minimum of $100.00 but also noted the kitchen is not set up for that type of use.
