Minutes:

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the October 17, 2006 Planning and Zoning meeting minutes as printed. Motion carried with a vote of 3 to 1.  In Favor:  Supervisor Beise, Eckblad and McDougall.  Abstained:  Supervisor Otto abstained since he was not present at that meeting. 

Robert Yanta
Robert Yanta - 693 Hansack Ave. SE– Variance to construct 13’X15’ porch from the ordinary high water mark, build 22’X11.5’ addition over a garage, 9’ from south property line – Yanta informed the board that Wright County informed him they would approve the variance for the bedroom above the garage but would not approve of the porch.
A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to recommend approval to construct a 22’x11.5’ addition over the garage and note the elimination of the construction for the 13’x15’ porch. Motion carried by a unanimous vote. 

Stanley Droneck
Stanley Droneck- 5238 State Hwy 55 SE - Variance Residential divisions from AG land are restricted to a maximum of 2.5 acres when classified “prime farmland” or “farmland of state-wide importance”.  The board reviewed the request and noted that this would make sense to allow the division of the 6.25 acres with the lay of the land.

A motion was made by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Eckblad to approve the residential divisions from AG land to a maximum of 2.5 acres when classified “prime farmland” or “farmland of state-wide importance” since the location of the highway, creek, and the north property line.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
Thomas Crane

Thomas Crane – 2195 Cameron Ave. SE – Variance minimum setback is 100’ from an occupied lot or lot less than 4-acres.  Crane requested a variance to allow 3 horses in an existing building that is 30’ from the property line but the set back is a minimum set back of 100’ from an occupied lot or lot less than 4 acres. 
A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Otto to recommend approval of the variance to allow livestock in an existing building that is 30’ from the property line.  The board noted that the building is existing and the location of the neighbors is a significant distance from the building.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
