Call to Order:

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Deitering to place discussion about “rock in right-of-way” and discussion of the Gabler Ravine on a March agenda. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Maintenance Crew


Crew Hafften was present with maintenance concerns. 


Hafften informed the Board the about adding on to new 2006 snow plow dump truck a hydraulic moboard tilt.  


A motion was made by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Eckblad to approve the addition of the hydraulic moboard tilt with out exceeding the $160,000.00 that was approved for the new plow truck.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

Crew Hafften informed the board that the grader needed new tires.  The prices were $6,580.00 from Lake Region and they would come out and install them.  Westside tires were $6,340.00 and $35.00-$40.00 labor if the tires were brought into Westside.  

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Otto to approve the purchase of tires through Lake Region for $6,580.00.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

Hafften asked the board about the culvert / aprons at 7731 32nd St. SE.  The board members have not viewed this location and will wait until spring to address this. 

A motion was made by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Eckblad approve purchase of the Dodge Pick-Up tires from the cheapest company either Westside Tires or Cenex.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
