Planning and Zoning Meeting Minutes


Call to Order and the Pledge of Allegiance: 

Chair Beise called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. at Rockford Township Hall with all joining in for the pledge of allegiance to the flag. Present were Supervisors Beise, Eckblad and McDougall and Deputy Clerk Leintz. Supervisors Deitering and Kjome were excused.

Agenda 

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to adopt the agenda as presented. Motion carried unanimously. 

Minutes:

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the October 2, 2007 minutes as written. Motion carried unanimously. 

Vallhalla Land Company  

Brad Hayes and Brad McKown were present with a preliminary plat for Whispering Winds Industrial Park. A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to approve the Whispering Winds Industrial Park Preliminary Plat with the condition that the road extending to the McCormick property line is finished but has a barricade erected fifty feet short of the property line, with a T being constructed at the 50’ line to allow road equipment to turn around. Motion carried. Beise, Eckblad and McDougall voted aye. Deitering abstained because he arrived at 6:55 p.m. and was not in on the discussion. 

Greg Michalko

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Deitering to approve the lot line adjustment to exchange approximately 10,000 square feet of property between the Michalko property and the Anderson property, and further to approve a variance to erect a replacement garage 22 feet from the side property line and 40 feet from the new rear property line (Anderson presently has an easement for a driveway over the 10,000 feet on the Michalko property. The existing garage is 22 feet from the side property line). Motion carried unanimously.

Duane Rolstad

Duane Rolstad was present requesting permission to lay cable to his property for high speed internet service. A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Deitering to allow Rolstad to install high speed internet cable to his property with the condition that the cable be bored under Calder Avenue SE, run parallel in ditch and be restored to original condition, with the pedestal installed on Rolstad’s property. Motion carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Deitering to adjourn at 7:12 p.m.
