Regular Meeting Minutes


Call to Order: 

Chair Beise called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at Rockford Township Hall.  Present were Supervisors Beise, Deitering, Eckblad, McDougall and Otto, Deputy Clerk Leintz and Crew Hafften.

Agenda: 

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Deitering to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Meeting Minutes: 

A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Eckblad to approve the October 3, 2006 Board meeting minutes. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Maintenance Crew


Crew Hafften was present with maintenance concerns. 


Hafften informed the Board the roads with dust control on them are in bad shape due to the cold and rain.

A motion was made by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Deitering to allow part time help when needed as long as Crew Schlagel’s vacation time is taken by his anniversary date. Motion carried 4-1. McDougall voted nay because she doesn’t know how much time in question.

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Deitering to place discussion about “rock in right-of-way” and discussion of the Gabler Ravine on a March agenda. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Land Use Plan


Ken Felger was present to discuss the NE Quadrant Study and the Township’s Land Use Plan. 

New Agenda Items:

Peter Teide – Summons and Complaint

Teide was present to discuss the pending quiet title action of Francis vs. Hayes, Volk, Hanson and Rockford Township claiming any right, title, estate, interest, or lien in real estate. He does not believe it is detrimental to the Township, but he would like to talk to the surveyor. Supervisor Eckblad volunteered to work with Teide on this matter.

Planning Commission Recommendations

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Deitering to approve the recommendations made by the Planning Commission on October 17, 2006. Motion carried 4-1. Supervisor Otto abstained because he was absent from most of the meeting.

Reschedule November 7, 2006 Board Meeting


A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Otto to move the November 7, 2006 Planning and Zoning Commission meeting and the Board meeting to November 8, 2006, at their regular times, due to election day. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Halsey Paving Project

Bruce Kimmel was present concerning Halsey Avenue paving project financial matters.

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to appoint Kennedy and Graven, Chartered as bond counsel for the Township on the Halsey Avenue project. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to adopt Resolution #2006-10.17 declaring the official intent of the Town of Rockford to reimburse certain expenditures from the proceeds of bonds to be issued by the Town. All present voted aye.


A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Otto to adopt Resolution #2006-10.17.1 providing for the issuance and sale of $890,000 General Obligation Improvement Bonds, Series 2006A, with the word City edited to Town and City Council to Town Board. All present voted aye.

Supervisor Otto – Reported on Rockford City Council meeting.  Supervisor Otto stated that Buffalo Bituminous were going out of business at the end of the year and had concerns about the Halsey Ave. Paving Project being completed.  
Supervisor Deitering – None

Supervisor Eckblad  – Asked the clerk’s office to call LHB to have them contact Buffalo Bituminous to have the traffic control signs set back up.  

Supervisor Beise  – Informed the Board that he had talked to Planner Dean Johnson concerning incorporation, and that Johnson was not optimistic about Rockford Township becoming a city.
