Planning and Zoning Meeting Minutes



Call to Order and the Pledge of Allegiance 

Supervisor Eckblad called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. at the Rockford Township Hall with all joining in for the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag. Present were Supervisors Eckblad, Beise, Deitering, McDougall, Kjome and Clerk McDougall.  
Agenda



Supervisor McDougall made a motion; Supervisor Kjome seconded the motion to adopt the agenda with the revision of public comment after the new items.  Motion carried unanimously. 

Minutes
Supervisor McDougall made a motion; Supervisor Beise seconded the motion to approve October 5, 2021 planning commission meeting minutes as printed.  Motion carried unanimously.

New Items
MN Teen Challenge 8150 20th St. SE – Conditional Use Permit to allow operation of a residential treatment and recovery facility using the existing buildings.
Representatives present from MN Teen Challenge requested approval for a Conditional Use Permit for a drug and alcohol rehabilitation facility.  Representatives informed the board of their discussions with area residents about concerns regarding the facility.  There were some changes made to appease area residents.  

Teen Challenge Architect informed the Board there are no proposed architectural changes on the outside of the current facility but they would be remodeling the interior to accommodate the program.  Representatives revised the proposed 65-bed capacity to 40 beds.  The number of staff would depend on the number of beds occupied ranging 20 to 30 staff per day.  The number of staff each day would be additional daily traffic on 20th St. SE. 
Supervisor Kjome was adamant regarding the Town Boards denial of the MN Teen Challenge request for this property previously.  Supervisor Kjome noted the residents’ concerns from a previous meeting and the proposed facility should not be granted a permit to operate the rehabilitation facility.  

The property is located in a land use transitional area for the City of Hanover’s future development.  Kjome noted previous denial by the Rockford Town Board should stand and not be approved at the county level.

Residents spoke during public comment against the conditional use permit.  The residents’ comments are 
Supervisor Kjome made a motion; Supervisor Beise seconded the motion to deny the request for a Conditional Use Permit for MN Teen Challenge for reasons as stated by residents, current zoning 155.029, and future land use for the City of Hanover.  Motion carried three to two. In Favor to deny: Supervisors Kjome, Eckblad and Beise.  Opposed of the denial:  Supervisors McDougall and Deitering.
Supervisor Kjome motioned to adjourn at 7:11 p.m.
