Regular Meeting Minutes


Call to Order 

Chair Beise called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at Rockford Township Hall.  Present were Supervisors Beise, Deitering, Eckblad, Kjome and McDougall, Clerk McDougall and Crew Schlagel.   
Agenda 

A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Eckblad to approve the agenda with the addition of the first November meeting.   Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Meeting Minutes 

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Deitering to approve the October 7, 2008 regular meeting minutes and October 14, 2008 work session minutes as printed.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Maintenance Crew

Crew Hafften was present.  The board discussed following the equipment replacement schedule and that a new used loader is needed.  

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Kjome to publish a legal notice requesting bids for a used low hour wheel loader with bid opening November 18, 2008 at 7 p.m.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
Hafften recommended a new pump for the fuel tank and to have Country Side Welding repair the fuel tank for the township pickup.  The board agreed to have the welding repairs done.  

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Deitering to approve the purchase of a 12-volt electric pump for $230.00.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

October 21, 2008 Planning Commission Recommendations 
A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to approve the October 21, 2008 Planning Commission recommendations as presented. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Hall Painting

The clerk collected two quotes for painting for metal doors, door casings, outside metal overhang and outside metal window frames.  One quote from Town Home Painting was $2,300 and One from Steve Lewerke Painting for $1,260.  

A motion was made by Supervisor Kjome and seconded by Eckblad to approve the quote from Steve Lewerke Painting for the amount of $1,260.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.     

Purchase of Microwave / Ceiling eyehooks
The board discussed installing eyehooks in the main hall and will look into which type of hook would be the best.

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Kjome to purchase a microwave for the township kitchen.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.   

Petition to vacate township non-established roadway 
The Town Board received a petition to vacated parcel # 215-100-221102, which belongs to the township as a road.  This township road was never established and maintained as a roadway.  The board instructed the clerk to have the township attorney help in the process to vacate this parcel.       
Road Standards

The board discussed having the township attorney and Wright county planning and zoning review the road standards.  This will be on the next regular agenda for approval.  The road standards will also be included in the developers’ agreement.
Draft Developers Agreement
Some items were added into the agreement and will be presented at the next regular meeting for approval.
November Meeting

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Supervisor Deitering to set the first meeting in November to the Thursday the 6th at 6:30 p.m. for Planning Commission and 7:00 p.m. for the regular meeting. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
Supervisor Deitering – None
Supervisor Kjome – Supervisor Kjome discussed the salt shed and completion of the cement walls.  
Supervisor Eckblad reviewed the chemicals that were tested and suggested getting a warranty on the work.  Eckblad suggested Deco 20 for inside cement walls and the ordinary surface treatment for the outside walls.  The board agreed to have Supervisor Eckblad contact the contractor to complete the work when weather permits. 

Supervisor McDougall – Supervisor McDougall discussed future township elections and other townships changing to the November election because of programming costs for the machines.  This should be discussed further in case it should be placed on the March annual election ballot.  
Supervisor McDougall informed the board the City of Rockford will be making changes to the Orderly Annexation Agreement and then set up a time and date to meet with the township.      
Supervisor Beise – Supervisor Beise informed the board he attended the Highway 55 coalition meeting and they coalition was glad the township became a member again.

Funds Report – A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Supervisor McDougall to approve the funds report through September 30, 3008.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
