Public Hearing for Halsey Ave. SE Paving Project Meeting Minutes


Call to Order: 

Chair Beise called the public hearing meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at Rockford Township Hall with all joining in for the pledge of allegiance to the flag.  Present were Supervisors Beise, Eckblad, McDougall and Clerk McDougall.  Supervisor Deitering and Kjome were excused.  Also present was the township attorney Peter Tiede and township engineer Jim Tiggelaar.  
Jim Tiggelaar announced the changes and corrections that were made to the proposed assessment roll as follows:

P.I.D. 215-000-052202 added 1 assessment

P.I.D. 215-000-053221 deleted 1 assessment

P.I.D. 215-011-002010 added 1 assessment
P.I.D. 215-032-000170 added 1 assessment

P.I.D. 215-032-002080 added 1 assessment

P.I.D. 215-032-004120 deleted 1 assessment

P.I.D. 215-035-000120 this is the correct P.I.D. for 363 Halsey Ave. SE 

Jim Tiggelaar announced that property owners could turn in their written objections for the proposed assessments during the hearing.  
The town board reviewed written objections for three properties and a written request to lower a full assessment to a half assessment.  


Written objection letters were received from the following:

P.I.D. 215-032-001040 objecting to the amount of assessment because property might not increase in value the amount being assessed.  
P.I.D. 215-035-000390 objecting to the amount of assessment because property might not increase in value the amount being assessed.  

P.I.D. 215-035-000260 objecting to the amount of assessment because property might not increase in value the amount being assessed.  

All letters can be viewed in the clerk’s office.

Requested Change

P.I.D. 215-000-053302 requested a full assessment be reduced to a half assessment because the property was not abutting Halsey Ave. SE.  The property is on 8th St. SE, which was not paved.  The town board agreed the property should receive a half assessment since the property has to access their home off an easement and is not abutting Halsey Ave. SE. 
Supervisor Beise informed attendees that paper and pens were available if they wanted to turn in a written objection.  There were no more written objections turned in at the hearing.

The board closed the public hearing and resumed with resolutions adopting the assessment regarding the Halsey Ave. SE Paving Project and a resolution accepting work regarding the Halsey Ave. SE Paving Project. 
Resolution #2007-10.3.1 was read and special conditions noted the township reserves the right to assess abutting properties not assessed that could be developed in the future.

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to adopt Resolution # 2007-10.3.1 adopting assessment regarding the Halsey Ave. SE Paving Project with the special provisions.  Motion carried, Supervisors Beise, Eckblad and McDougall voted aye.  Supervisor Deitering and Kjome were absent.
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to adopt Resolution # 2007-10.4 accepting work regarding the Halsey Ave. SE Paving Project and final payment of $148,317.67 with retainage of $35,597.34.  Motion carried, Supervisors Beise, Eckblad and McDougall voted aye.  Supervisor Deitering and Kjome were absent.
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to adjourn at 9:30 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
