Call to Order

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Kjome to approve the September 15, 2009 meeting minutes as printed. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Maintenance Crew 
Tractor replacement discussion
Maintenance crew Hafften presented the board with two prices for a tractor to mow ditches.  One quote was from Trueman Welters for $40,000 and one from CAT-Ziegler for $48,000.  The Board discussed the need for a more stable 4-wheel drive tractor for ditch mowing.  The tractor could also be used for pulling the packer during dust control.  The township currently has a 1983, 2 wheel drive, 584 tractor that was purchase in 1988.  The 584 tractor is starting to require more maintenance.  The Board will review the equipment replacement plan and discuss at a future meeting.  
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by White to table this item until the second meeting in November to make a decision on purchasing a new tractor.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Parking Ordinance Draft
The Board discussed the process for updating a township ordinance that prohibits vehicles from parking on township roads.  

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Kjome to proceed with the process to update the township-parking ordinance.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

The clerk will look up the requirements and inform the board at the next regular meeting.

Supervisors
Supervisor Kjome – Supervisor Kjome had a resident inquire about the dust control application last summer and the difference from one area to the next.  Supervisor McDougall stated there was new gravel applied on some roads and does not have the carryover dust control.  Although the road does have dust control, it will appear to not have any dust control product.

Supervisor White – Supervisor White noted the rough gravel roads.  The board suggested the Maintenance crew work over time to grade the roads.  
Supervisor McDougall – Supervisor McDougall discussed the 3m sign replacement grant program and the possibility to apply with other townships to meet the amount required to qualify for the grant.  

Supervisor Eckblad – Supervisor Eckblad questioned if residents should fill out a complaint form for barking dogs.  Clerk McDougall suggested to contact the Sherriff’s department since they are required to enforce the Township Nuisance Ordinance.
Supervisor Beise – Supervisor Beise discussed the test product for dust control and how it was holding up on Eaken, Haug Ave. SE and 22nd St. SE.  The board will check on the roads weather permitting.
