Rockford Township’s
Annexation Compensation Policy 10/14/2003
Initial Compensation for Vacant Land

An initial up front payment of $500 per acre, times the total acres in the parcel being annexed, is due upon the finalization of the annexation.   

Initial Compensation for Improved Land

(Improved land being defined as House, garage and 1-acre)

Upon annexation, payment of a flat fee of $500 or five times the amount of taxes the Township collected in the year of annexation from the annexed property, whichever is greater.

Green Acre and Other Tax Deferments

When land is taken out of Green Acres, Wright County requires that the deferred taxes (the tax difference between Green Acres and regular taxes) be paid for the current year, plus the two previous years.  The orderly annexation agreement must contain a provision under which the City agrees to forward to the Township that portion of the revenue “recapture” from Green Acres (and other applicable programs such as AG Preserves, CRP, This Old House, etc.) which correspond to the time period in which the property was in the Township.  

Special Assessment

Any special assessments that have been deferred prior to annexation shall be paid to the Township in full prior to annexation, with accrued interest.

Method of Annexation and Payment Compensation

Annexation shall occur by Joint Resolution under Minnesota Statues: 414.0325.  Payments required under this policy shall be made to the Township by the fee owner of the property to be annexed.  The Township will sign the Joint Resolution only after payment has been received.

This Annexation Compensation Policy shall apply to all annexations that take place within Rockford Township.
