RETRO-REFLECTIVITY SIGN PROGRAM  In the near future, a Township Signing Program will begin. The purpose of this program is to inspect the existing signs in all of the townships in Wright County. This program is being funded by MnDot state and federal funds.
The Wright County Townships are fortunate to be in the Township Signing Program. This program will enable the townships in Wright County to meet the signing requirements of the Minnesota Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD) by the Amended Uniform Traffic Control Devices Manual Order No. 88522.
An engineering firm has been picked to inspect all signs in each township for compliance with the MUTCD. All signs will be checked for required retro reflectivity, sign post condition, compliance, placement and possible elimination of signs that are not required or needed. A Rockford Township Sign Policy is also being completed to meet the requirements set by Order No. 88522.
The policy, which will be enacted by Rockford Township, will set guidelines for the new signs that will be placed and maintained by the township. The replacement cost for each sign is approximately $250 each. The township is attempting to reduce this cost by eliminating signs that are not required or needed as stated in the Minnesota MUTCD. The savings of placing unneeded signs will benefit the future budgets of Rockford Township. The requirements of Order No. 88522 must be met by Rockford Township.
