SUMMARY.

It is further resolved the Town Board hereby approves the following summary of this Ordinance.

At a meeting on October 2, 2007, the Town Board of Rockford Township, Wright County, Minnesota, passed a Road and Sewer Assessment Policy Ordinance regulating the road and sewer assessment policy in the Township.  The ordinance provides various policies for assessments of property for road and sewer improvements.

The Town Clerk is further instructed to file a copy of the full text of the Ordinance with Wright County and to place a copy of the full text of the Ordinance in the County Law Library.
