RESOLUTION 2004 - 11

WHEREAS, the Rockford Township Planning Commission has considered the adoption of the Subdivision Ordinance in the form attached hereto as Exhibit A;


WHEREAS, on __November 9, 2004, beginning at 6:30 p. m., a public hearing on said subdivision was held.  The public hearing was properly noticed according to statute.  All those present and wishing to be heard were given an opportunity to speak.  The Planning Commission received into record any documents that any person wished to submit.


Based on the results of the public hearing, the instructions from the Town Board, and the facts and circumstances herein, the Planning Commission of Rockford Township hereby makes the following Findings and recommends the same to the Town Board of Rockford Township to adopt as its Findings.

RECITALS:

Rockford Township has in the past operated under the planning and zoning authority of the County of Wright.


The Township policymakers have generally agreed that the Ordinances of Wright County are appropriate for the growth and development of the Township.  While the Town has not always agreed with each and every decision of Wright County, the Town has nonetheless felt that the Ordinances and administration of them by Wright County were appropriate and consistent with the policies and goals of the Township.


Rockford Township has in the past considered asserting its own planning and zoning and/or subdivision authority.


The City of Rockford has purportedly adopted a Resolution and/or Ordinances permitting the City of Rockford to control subdivision of land within certain portions of Rockford Township,


Rockford Township finds that the Ordinances proposed by the City and the administration of them by the City will result in a regulatory system contrary to the goals and policies of Rockford Township, 


Rockford Township Planning Commission finds that now is an appropriate time for the Township to assert further authority in the planning and zoning process and particularly at this time, in the subdivision of land.


The Planning Commission finds and recommends that it should be the goal of the Township to accomplish control and reasonable growth in all parts of the Township and that in order to maintain control over that process, it is essential for the Township to assert its own subdivision authority.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

The Planning Commission believes that the Ordinance attached hereto as Exhibit A will best provide a reasonable coordination of efforts between the Township and Wright County, and still maintain the Township’s inherent authority to regulate subdivision within the Township.


Now, therefore, the Planning Commission of Rockford Township does adopt the foregoing as its Findings and does recommend that the Town Board adopt that Ordinance attached hereto as Exhibit A as the Subdivision Ordinance of Rockford Township.
