Call to Order

Public Hearing - Considering Adoption of Ordinance Regulating Mining Facilities in Rockford Township
A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Supervisor Deitering to open the public hearing at 7:05 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
Public Comments from property owners in the Township
· There was concern about mining pits in residential areas and there was support of the proposed Ordinance.
· Discussed if there would be a qualified person to note the existing vegetation prior to excavation in mining pits and reestablishing what was there. Also noted the same for the aquafer.  The Board stated surveyors and the Town Board would be reviewing each proposed mining application.  Property owner was supportive in the proposed Ordinance. 

· Disagreed with the limit of allowing only three mining pits at one time, but thought this was a good Ordinance otherwise.  
A motion was made by Supervisor Kjome and seconded by Supervisor Eckblad to close the public hearing at 7:25 p.m. and continue the regular meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.

Supervisor McDougall noted the Wright County Township Officers Association will be addressing this with the Sheriff at a quarterly meeting since this is a concern for all Townships.
