Call to Order and the Pledge of Allegiance

Continued Items 
G&M Outdoor Services & Raquel Peterson 2580 24th St. SE – Land Alteration

The Town Board attended the Wright County site inspection on September 10, 2019.  The Board noted concerns about erosion control silt fence not buried under within the rocks so it will be effective and not filling too close to the mound/drain system.  Supervisor Eckblad gave G & M Outdoor Services a copy of the MNDOT standard plate information for silt fences.  A motion was made by Supervisor Kjome and seconded by Supervisor Deitering to approve the Conditional Use Permit for a land alteration per the updated plans.  The Board agreed with an 8 to 1 slope and placing erosion control under the rocks properly.  Motion carried unanimously.  
New Items 

Chris Arens – Driveway access on Lot 3 of the Maryann Peterson Platt
Chris Arens was present to discuss access to Lot 3 in the Maryann Peterson Plat.  The Board discussed the easement that was supposed to be in place for Lot 2 and Lot 3 for a shared access.   The shared access was approved by the Town Board because of insufficient road footage on the two lots and was part of the Plat approval.  The easement was not recorded on the final Plat.  The Board agreed there was not enough space for a shared access using the right-of-way.  The Board noted the access needs to be placed in the center of their east and west property lines along 30th St. SE.  A motion was made by Supervisor Kjome and seconded by Supervisor McDougall to approve a separate access for Lot 3 from Lot 2 in the Maryann Peterson Plat since the easement was not recorded on the final Plat.  Motion carried unanimously.
