A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by McDougall to approve the September 5, 2006 Board meeting minutes. Motion carried 4-0. Otto abstained because he was absent from the meeting.

Professional Services for Halsey Paving Project

Bruce Kimmel from Springsted Incorporated was present to explain the assessing and bonding procedures for the Halsey Avenue paving project. 

A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Eckblad to have Kimmel proceed with gathering pertinent information, and to have him bring an estimate of what his total expenses would be for the project to the October 3, 2006 meeting. Motion carried 4-1.  Otto voted nay because he felt we should interview an additional consulting firm.

Planning Commission Recommendations

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to approve the recommendations made by the Planning Commission. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Larry Otto

Otto received a letter from Wright County stating he is in violation of his Conditional Use Permit to 200 yards of dirt. He stated that everyone has the right to do what someone else does, and that everyone has to be treated equally. No action was taken. 

1980 Ford Dump Truck Bid

A bid was received for the sale of the 1980 Ford Dump Truck from Brian Beckius for $4,000. A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Deitering to sell the truck to Beckius rather than trading it in for $3,100 since Boyer Ford agreed to release us from the trade-in agreement. Motion carried 4-1. Otto voted nay because the Board had already voted to trade it in, and he considered this an illegal bid.
