Minutes
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Supervisor Deitering to approve the August 4, 2020 meeting minutes with addition.  Motion carried unanimously.



August 4, 2020 Planning Commission Meeting minutes addition
The Board had concerns of the damage that could be done to the road because of poor soil conditions adjacent to County Road 32.  
Continued Items 
Ben Vosejpka – 1616 40th St. SE – Conditional Use Permit for mining operation
Ben Vosejpka was present to request Board approval for a conditional use permit for mining.  The Board discussed the use of Briarwood Ave. SE as the haul road.  The Board had concerns with the Briarwood Ave. SE road conditions and spoke with Wright County after a site inspection.  The County approved a temporary driveway improvement for his pit that will be removed when the mining permit expires, with the condition of the existing access to be widened until mining has been completed and truck hauling signs to be placed.  A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Supervisor Eckblad to approve the Conditional Use Permit to operate a mining operation to excavate approximately 280,000 yards of material with some screening and 200,000 yards of top soil, old road base and clay be hauled in for reclamation.  Motion carried unanimously.      
New Items 
Clinton Swanson – 923 Ibarra Ave. SE – Variance to allow construction for garage and attached breezeway 

Clint Swanson was present to request Board approval for a variance to build an attached garage and breezeway 20’ from the side lot line.  A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Supervisor Kjome to approve the Variance to allow construction for a 40’x30’ garage and 16’x9’ breezeway attached to existing house that will be 20’ from the side lot line.  Motion carried unanimously.      

Michael Deziel - 4375 Hwy 55 SE – Conditional Use Permit for HVAC business at former Humane Society property

Michael Deziel was present to request Board approval for a conditional use permit to operate an HVAC business.  The Board had no concerns about an HVAC business located at the former Humane Society property off Highway 55.  A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Supervisor Eckblad to approve the Conditional Use Permit to operate a HVAC business at 4375 Highway 55 SE.  Motion carried unanimously.      

Heather and Dan Niemczycki - 2501 20th St. SE – Variance for construction of garage 

Heather and Dan Niemczycki were present to request Board approval for a variance to build an attached garage 7.5’ from the side lot line.  The Board addressed drainage issues but nothing noted of concern.  A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Supervisor Kjome to approve the Variance to allow construction for a garage 7.5’ from the lot line and removal of the 12’x20’ shed.  Motion carried unanimously.
