New Items 
Dennis Swanson – 8086 27th St. SE – Lot Line Adjustment
Dennis Swanson was present to request Board approval to adjust the lot line between his two properties.  A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Supervisor Deitering to give concept approval to adjust the lot line an additional 42.2 ft. on P.I.D. #215-041-001030 and deduct 42.2 ft. from P.I.D. # 215-041-001020.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
The Board discussed the previous property swap between the Township and Dennis Swanson in 1993 because of the placement of the road.  Swanson and the Board agreed this was never recorded at the County.  A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Supervisor Deitering to have Clerk McDougall record the land swap from 1993 at the County Recorder’s Office.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
Paul & Tatiana Bluhm – 3380 Darlington Ave. SE – 40’x60’ building for storage and heated dog kennels (hunting dogs)

Paul and Tatiana Bluhm were present to request Board approval for a conditional use permit to allow a personal dog kennel for 12 adult dogs.  Paul stated the kennel would be 14’x32’ building and not what was originally proposed. Tatiana stated this will not be for boarding but they would be show dogs.  A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Supervisor Deitering to approve the conditional use permit for the dog kennel for a maximum of 12 adult dogs. David Clark – Sacred Portion Foundation – 8692 10th St. SE – sell 1 80-acre parcel with entitlement
