Planning and Zoning Meeting Minutes


Call to Order and the Pledge of Allegiance 

Chair Beise called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. at Rockford Township Hall with all joining in for the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag. Present were Supervisors Beise, Eckblad, Kjome, Deitering and McDougall, and Clerk McDougall.
Agenda
A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Eckblad to adopt the agenda with the date correction. Motion carried unanimously. 

Minutes
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Deitering to approve the August 19, 2008 minutes as written. Motion carried unanimously.

New Items:

Rebecca Yarnes –138 Gillard Ave. SE Variance – 3 season screened porch
Rebecca Yarnes requested board approval to convert the existing deck into a 3-season deck.  Yarnes informed the board this will not impeded the neighbors view.  The board also noted the centralized sewer and pumping project in the discussion.

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Kjome to approve the variance to convert an existing deck into a 3-season deck.  Motion carried unanimously. 

John Kippley – Conditional Use Permit – Landscape design/build company - Whispering Winds 
John Kippley requested board approval for a conditional use permit to construct a 2500 sq. ft. office; 2000 sq. ft. heated shop and 4000 sq. ft. unheated a storage building for a landscaping business.  There will be some materials under 500 cubic yards stored onsite but this will not be for retail sales. 

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the conditional use permit for a landscape design/build company.  Motion carried unanimously. 

Jeanette Wenzel – 839 Hammond Ave. SE - Variance (Lot Line Adjustment) – 
Jeanette Wenzel requested board approval to split her current parcel of four lots into two parcels.  The property was previously joined as one parcel.  Parcel A has a sewer connection available if needed and Parcel B currently has a sewer hookup.  There is a natural delineation between the two parcels.  The total property is currently 1.7 – 2 acres.  

A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Kjome to approve the variance for a lot line adjustment for 839 Hammond Ave. SE.  Motion carried unanimously. 

Jeff Beyer – Splat ball course review - 5490 Fairhill Drive SE
After a six-month review, there were no complaints to the township or the county regarding the splat ball course located at 5490 Fairhill Dr. SE.  

A motion was made by Supervisor Kjome and seconded by Eckblad to approve the renewal of the conditional use permit to operate a splat ball course.  The Town Board will review again in September 2013.  Motion carried unanimously. 

Stephen Curtis – Conditional Use Permit – Commercial lawn maintenance, landscaping and snow removal business – Whispering Winds 
Stephen Curtis requested board approval for a conditional use permit to construct an office and equipment storage building for a commercial lawn maintenance, landscaping and snow removal business.  There will be twelve full time positions and up to twenty part time seasonal positions for snow removal.  Summer hours would be 6:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. and fall hours 6:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.  
A motion was made by Supervisor Kjome and seconded by Eckblad to approve the conditional use permit to operate and construct a new office and equipment storage building for a commercial landscaping, lawn maintenance and snow removal business. Motion carried unanimously. 

Jeff Miller, David Clark - Buffalo Waters LLC– South West corner of Lake Mary – Discussion for Senior Living
Jeff Miller made a presentation of a future senior living complex that he would like to develop.  The property is located in the township by Lake Mary.  No address was provided.  The property would need utility hook up likely from the City of Buffalo.  Miller wanted to present this to the Town Board before proceeding with the other entity.   Miller will keep the board informed of future discussions and a possible annexation.  This property does not abut   the City of Buffalo and is not in the current land use plan for this type of density. 


The Clerk will keep the board informed of future meetings.
