New Items 
Greg Trochman – 5221 Hwy 55 SE – Land Usage & zoning

Greg Trochman was present to request Board approval to allow a P.I.D. 215-100-133303 with dwelling be separated from P.I.D. 215-100-242201 and 215-100-231100. Separate parcels to join with P.I.D. 215-100-144100.  A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Supervisor Eckblad to recommend approval to separate P.I.D. 215-100-133303 with dwelling from 215-100-242201 and 215-100-231100 and join the separate parcels with 215-100-144100 which has an entitlement and road frontage.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
Bill Fisher – 7062 6th St. SE – Grade changes to build home

Bill Fisher was present to request Board approval for a Conditional Use Permit to allow land alteration to bring in approximately 2220 cubic yards of fill for a new dwelling.  The Board questioned Fisher if this would cause water backup to the east and Fisher noted that it would not since his culvert would be larger than a current culvert on the property to the east.  The Board noted this was approved by Wright County Soil and Water.  A motion was made by Supervisor Kjome and seconded by Supervisor McDougall to approve the Conditional Use Permit to bring in approximately 2220 cubic yards of fill for a future dwelling.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
Robin Kohn – 3-lot development off 3rd St. SE

Robin Kohn was present at the August 7, 2018 meeting when the Board gave a concept approval for a future road with cul-de-sac off 3rd St. SE.  The Board discussed the future 3-lot development, road standards, cul-de-sac and developers agreement.  A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Supervisor McDougall to approve a 3-lot residential plat and a future road in the West Ridge Development if it meets the Township standards along with a developer’s agreement.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
