Rockford Township

Regular Meeting

The September 9th 2003 regular meeting was called to order at 7:04 p.m., the pledge to the flag was recited.  Present were Beise, Husom, Kelley and McDougall, Walker was excused.  The Chair asked for any additions to the agenda, there were none; the agenda was adopted as printed.  The minutes from the August 26th 2003 meeting were distributed to all Board members prior to the meeting for review.  Motion by Kelley second Husom to accept the minutes as printed from the August 26th meeting.  All voting in favor, opposed none, motion carried.

Continued Items: None

Bob Reid was before the Board to discuss the possible annexation of the Howard Ellis property, and possibly the Ilstrup property, which is located next to the Ellis property.  The Ellis property is 80 acres and the Ilstrup property 20 acres, both properties are on Highway 25 in the Township.  Mr. Reid informed the Board that the City of Buffalo seems favorable towards annexation and can provide city sewer and water.  The Board inquired as to what kind of development would possibly be going in, whether single family or multi-family homes.  Mr. Reid was not sure as to what type of housing would be developed.  The Board also informed Mr. Reid that the Township requires 9-ton blacktopped roads in new developments, which did not seem to pose a problem.  The Board conveyed to Mr. Reid that they had met with the City of Buffalo and that the City did not show interest in annexing towards the Ellis property.  The Board felt a meeting with the City of Buffalo to discuss the possibility of an annexation agreement for the Ellis property and possibly the Ilstrup property should be set within the next 2-3 weeks.  The Clerk will set a meeting and inform Mr. Reid of the time and date.  

David Szykulski was before the Board for a second time to get an approval for an addition onto his cabin by Dean Lake.  Mr. Szykulski was before the Board for approval at a prior meeting on July 22nd under Public Comment, in which a site inspection was scheduled for July 24th.  Mr. Szykulski’s present plan changed from the prior plan in that the addition goes up a story instead of off the sides of the cabin, and that there are two more bedrooms and a second bathroom.  In addition to the added story, there seems to be a difference of opinion as to the distance from the corner of the cabin to the lake.  The Board thought it looked like the cabin is closer to the lake then the neighbors’ cabins.  Motion by McDougall second Husom to table the request for approval until the next meeting so the Board can have another site inspection.  All voting in favor, opposed none, motion carried.  The Chair set the site inspection for 6:30 p.m. September 16th before the policy/ordinance work session.  

Jim Miller was requesting a variance to build an addition above the existing garage.  The addition would have two bedrooms and ¾ bath.  Motion by Kelley second Husom to approve the variance to build an addition above the existing garage, which does not go any higher then the neighbors’, and the sewer lot coverage will not increase.  Also that Mr. Miller complies with all Planning & Zoning requirements.  All voting in favor, opposed none, motion carried.  
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Maynard Olson was present to request rezoning of his property by Moore Lake.  The Board informed Mr. Olson that at a prior meeting they requested more information be provided in order to make any kind of decision.  Mr. Olson did not have any new information to show the Board.  Motion by Kelley second McDougall to deny the rezoning request on the basis that the 32 acres requested to be rezoned is an excessive amount of acreage for a single tier riparian development as provided for in the Township’s land use plan.  All voting in favor, opposed none, motion carried.  Supervisor McDougall noted that the proposal is not keeping with the Township’s land plan.  Supervisor Beise felt that Mr. Olson’s plan could be considered “spot” zoning.

Supervisors

Bill: Nothing to report.

Pam:  Asked the Clerk if anyone turned in a ring from a prior hall event.  No ring was found when hall was cleaned.  Inquired if the Board would want to send someone to the Zoning and Land Use course.  The Board felt it would be a good class and agreed that Pam could attend.

Karen:  Land Use Committee will be meeting on September 16th at the Hall.  The Crew wanted to know if the Board agreed that no weed spraying would be done this year.  The Board agreed that it is too late to spray.  Clean-up Day will be September 20th from 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m.  Temporary slope easements for Farmington have been signed, except for the new lot.  Asked the Clerk if she would send letters to the hall renters informing them that the hall could be rented for a minimum fee on Fridays for setting up for parties.

Dennis:  Asked about the 30mph signs that were to be installed during the summer, and when that would be done.  Wanted to know what needed to be done on the Industrial Park road, before the Township takes it over, and will work with the Clerk to send a letter to that affect.  Dennis asked Mr. Wetter why he called the Deloux Golf Leisure Carts Company about Highway 55 Trailer Sales.  Mr. Wetter said he was inquiring about why the golf cart company was only allowed 4 golf carts by the highway, and the trailer sales company was able to have many trailers displayed by the highway.  The Board informed Mr. Wetter that it was the difference in the zoning.

Clerk:  Informed the Board that they needed to decide on the letter of credit reduction for Rockford Ranch.  Motion by McDougall second Kelley to approve the letter of credit reduction for Rockford Ranch from $390,000 to $150,000.  All voting in favor, opposed none, motion carried.  The Board wanted it noted that the estimated amount was for $108,000 for work not completed.  The Clerk informed the Board that the Crew felt the road was good, but would need to be graded before the winter freeze.  The Clerk informed the Board that Cathy Vidmar was helping in the Office approximately 3 days a week.  The Clerk told the Board that Cathy would be able to fill in during Office hours if needed.  There is also a need for a back-up person for the office.  The Board will evaluate this at the next meeting. 
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Clerk:  The Clerk asked the Board if they would sign a temporary gaming license for the Humane Society.  Motion by Husom second Kelley to sign the temporary gaming license for the Humane Society.  All voting in favor, opposed none, motion carried.

Motion by McDougall second Husom to approve payments from 8/26/03 through 9/9/03 totaling $8365.05 paid by check #11411 through  #11432.  All voting in favor, opposed none, motion carried.  Motion by McDougall second Husom to approve the funds report totaling $391,750.14, less dedicated reserve funds, at the end of August 2003.  All voting in favor, opposed none, motion carried.

All agenda items completed, the meeting was adjourned at 8:40 p.m.
