Planning and Zoning Meeting Minutes


Call to Order and the Pledge of Allegiance: 

Chair Beise called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. at Rockford Township Hall with all joining in for the pledge of allegiance to the flag. Present were Supervisors Beise, Eckblad, McDougall and Otto and Deputy Clerk Leintz. Supervisor Deitering arrived at 6:40 p.m.

Agenda: 

Supervisor Otto stated that he believes the Planning Commission was never set up correctly because a chair and vice-chair were never appointed, and that the Commission’s only purpose is for future planning. A motion was made by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Eckblad to move the Planning and Zoning items to the regular meeting agenda and to address only future subdivision and land use items at the Planning and Zoning Commission meeting. Motion failed 1 to 4. Supervisor Otto voted aye. Supervisors Beise, Deitering, Eckblad and McDougall voted nay. 
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to continue with a separate Planning and Zoning Commission meeting until a ruling is received from Attorney Tiede. Motion carried 4 to 1.  Supervisors Beise, Deitering, Eckblad and McDougall voted aye. Supervisor Otto voted nay,
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Deitering to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried 4 to 1.  Supervisors Beise, Deitering, Eckblad and McDougall voted aye. Supervisor Otto voted nay because he doesn’t believe the Planning and Zoning Commission is a legitimate commission.
Minutes:

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Deitering to approve the September 5, 2006 minutes as written. Motion carried 4-0. Supervisor Otto abstained because he was absent from that meeting.

Ken Beise 

Land Surveyor Ed Otto was present representing Ken Beise. Otto reviewed Beise’s petition to rezone the VanRiessen property from AG (General Agricultural) to R-2 (Suburban Residential), and for a Conditional Use Permit to allow a 2.5-acre lot with the existing house and buildings, and a 11.55 acre lot with one building entitlement. Beise is also requesting a waiver of platting requirements. Ed Otto explained that it fits into the area and would not be spot zoning.

After an extensive discussion the Commission decided they were neither in favor nor against the petition. A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to advise the Wright County Planning Commission that this proposal does not meet today’s Land Use Plan, and that future revisions should be made to this area to better fit the current uses, noting that the property immediately adjacent to the east is zoned R-1. Motion carried 4-0. Beise abstained due to conflict of interest.
A motion was made by Eckblad and seconded by Deitering to adjourn at 7:30 PM.
